Haiti Orphan Hygiene Kits

The Presbyterian Disaster Assistance enables
congregations to witness to the healing love of Jesus
Christ through caring for communities adversely
affected by catastrophic events, like the earthquake in
Haiti. (The PDA is the emergency and refugee
program of the Presbyterian Church.)

The Gift of the Heart Kits is a mission project through
PDA. The kits are assembled and sent to the Church
World Service warehouse (Little Rock, Arkansas) so
that they are available for immediate shipment when
disaster happens. When the earthquake struck Haiti, a
40 foot container was immediately prepared with
hygiene and baby kits and sent.. As of February,
more than 35,000 Kits have been received.

The Presbyterian Women are asking the congregation
to collect items for the personal hygiene kits. A
collection box will be in the Mizpah Room for your
donations.
